Residential development, Marshgate Drive Hertfordshire 
 

The winning project in the Roof Sheeting category required the installation of standing seam 

roofing to three blocks of flats at Marshgate Drive in Hertfordshire. The project involved high 

levels of skill in the design and installation of complex tapered, curved and vertical system 

installations of Kalzip standing seam system over three blocks of flats, with each block using 

the roof system in a different way. In addition to the installation of the main roofing system, 

KGM Roofing also undertook the design and installation of the very challenging recessed 

window and balcony surrounds.
